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The life of Senate House Library was much dominated last year by preparation for,

and speculation about, the review of the Library undertaken by CHEMS

Consulting. The review was received byundiiime Uni
December and a report of the outcomes is on the website
www.shl.lon.ac.uk/news/shl_review.shtml. A final decision on the way forward has
been postponed until spring 2009, while more work is done on some of the

options, but meanwhile it is important to make progress with saving costs, to

reduce the substantial deficit.

Spring 2009 will also see the start of the next phase of Senate House
refurbishment, when the central section of the building, and the Tower, will be
rewired. This will involve another big set of moves around Easter, and the creation
of a temporary split-site Library with part in the south block and part in the north.
We will be putting more details of the arrangements, and any periods of disruption,
on the website as soon as possible i the precise timetable is currently being worked out with the contractors.

2009 is therefore going to be a chall engi nghestetaithef or
next phase of refurbishment means the end of the first one, so we will soon be able to move back into a

lighter, brighter south block, with refreshed Library space on floors 3-6. We will also implement the long-

planned move of three Institute libraries i Commonwealth, Germanic, and the Study of the Americas 1 into

Senate House Library, meaning that these collections
will be available alongside related material already in
SHL.

We are here
to provide the best service we can with the resources
available, and we will be keeping those principles very
much in mind as we work through the outcomes of the
review, and the next set of moves. Whatever it is that
brings you to the Library 1 a particular book, an e-
journal, a period of concentrated study on a chapter of
your thesis i | am sure you will continue to find us a
reliable and helpful place to take forward your work.
